The second paragraph should tell how or why the quotation is true.  You may give an example from your own knowledge or experience, perhaps in the form of an anecdote, or use logic to defend, justify, or illustrate how or why the quotation's meaning, advice, or suggestion is true or helpful to you.

c.
The third paragraph should tell the practical application of the quotation:  what you should or could or ought to do as a result of the truth of the quotation.  In your third paragraph you may tell how you could put the advice of the quotation into practice.
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
