"Semantic Analysis to Writing:  Connecting words, books, and writing."  Janet M. Beyersdorfer, David K. Schauer.  Journal of Reading (32:6, March 1989), pp. 500‑508.  This framework narrows the study of vocabulary words to those semantically related to a story's theme and integral to compre​hension.

2
"A New Way with Vocabulary."  Audrey T. Edwards and R. Allan Dermott.  Journal of Reading (32:6, March, 1989), pp. 559‑561.  This article illus​trates how to use difficult vocabulary words in context as a pre‑reading exercise by supplying them in sentences from the source that will be read.

3
"Concept of definition:  A key to improving stu​dents' vocabulary."  Robert M. Schwartz and Taffy E. Raphael.  The Reading Teacher (39:2, November 1985), pp. 198‑205.  This easy set of lessons using simple semantic word maps will help students improve their vocabulary knowledge and comprehension in all subject areas.  Provides a suggested sequence of four lessons, and good illustration of a semantic or word map which asks "What is it?", "What is it like?", and "What are some examples?"

"Teaching vocabulary as a writing prompt."  Ann Hill Duin, Michael F. Graves.  Results on a multi​ple choice vocabulary test and a final essay writing activity showed that two forms of inten​sive vocabulary instruction were more successful than traditional forms.  Journal of Reading (32:3, December 1988), pp. 204‑212.

5
"Teaching Vocabulary in Content Areas."  Open to Suggestion.  Journal of Reading (32:4, January 1989), pp. 368‑369.  Enumerates six ideas for teaching vocabulary:  (1) illustrate by first‑hand experience, (2) use concrete items and visuals when possible,  (3) expand on related words, (4) point out variations and transformations of a word,  (5) point out figurative meanings in con​trast to a word's usual denotation, (6) work with students to help them learn meaning from context.
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6
"Light on heteronyms."  William R. Johnston.  Lists 547 heteronyms [Read the story;  I read that book;  Did the jury convict you?  Are you an ex‑convict?] and rationale for teaching about them.  Open to Suggestion.  Journal of Reading (31:6, March 1988), pp. 570‑573.

7
"Grate/Great homonym hunt."  Nancy‑Laurel Petter​sen.  Students collected in class and out a list of homonyms found in their reading.  When they found one, they shouted "There's one!"  Two ques​tions developed:  "Is that one?" followed by "How many do we have now?"  Open to Suggestion.  Jour​nal of Reading (31:4, January 1988), pp. 374‑375.

"Alternative formats for evaluating content area vocabulary understanding."  Michele L. Simpson.  Testing a student's full grasp of a concept re​quires some different vocabulary tests.  Here are some approaches that are easy to use in the class​room.  Journal of Reading (31:1, October 1987), pp. 20‑27.  This article suggests ways to test for deeper conceptual understanding, and suggests several different question formats which are preferable to the usual multiple‑choice format.

"Using the newspaper for vocabulary development."  Jane N. Beatty.  Open to Suggestion.  Journal of Reading (30:5, February 1987), pp. 450‑451.  At the beginning of the fall semester, the teacher posted current newspaper articles from summer reading on the bulletin board.  Students in small groups were asked to examine the articles for words they did not know.  Words frequently chosen were selected and taught for study in context.  The posted articles, duplicated, were used for the semester's first reading material.  Articles were of different kinds:  news, sports, features.  Duplicated articles were used to teach predicting (from the headlines), main idea, supporting de​tails, summarizing, making inferences, or studying the different kinds of newspaper articles.  Stu​dents were permitted to choose an article, read it, and give an oral summary to the class.

"Vocabulary teaching:  Translating research into classroom practice."  John C. Wenglinski.  Journal of Reading (30:6, March 1987), pp. 500‑505.  Teachers who implement research must adapt it to the particular constraints in their classrooms.  Article contains a more thorough discussion of Beck's suggested strategies for vocabulary teach​ing than most other sources, and how they were adapted to a high school classroom.

"Are your vocabulary words lunules or lupulins?"  Patricia M. Cunningham.  Journal of Reading (30:4, January 1987), pp. 344‑349.  Students can learn a word more easily if they understand the concept behind it‑‑teach it by real or visual experience or by analogy.  "Lunules" are vocabulary words for which students already have the underlying con​cept.  For these, traditional techniques of teach​ing vocabulary will work.  "Lupulins" are words for which students lack the underlying concepts.  Concepts may be built by (1) providing real expe​rience, (2) pictures, (3) analogy.

"Using etymology to improve word retention."  H. Thompson Fillmer and William C. Cliett, Jr.  Open to Suggestion.  Journal of Reading (30:4, January 1987), p. 357.  Authors found that students who were taught a set of 30 words by having their interesting word histories read to them, one a day, learned the words better than test groups who merely looked up definitions and wrote meaningful sentences for the same set of words.  Word histo​ries were read from Isaac Asimov's Words From History and Harold Longman's What's Behind a Word.

"Teaching college students vocabulary with rhyme, rhythm, and Ritzy characters."  Shirley Baechtold and Ann Algier.  Journal of Reading (30:3, Decem​ber 1986), pp. 248‑253.  College students overcome their reticence to sing in class and learn vocabu​lary in a humorous and unique course.  Text was Norman Lewis, Word Power Made Easy.  Example chapter, chapter 11.  Students and teachers creat​ed lyrics using vocabulary words to fit popular tunes.

"Teaching vocabulary through external context clues."  Randall James Ryder.  Journal of Reading (30:1, October 1986), pp. 61‑65.

"Sniglets:  Give a twist to teenage and adult vocabulary instruction."  Rhonda Holt Atkinson and Debbie Guice Longman.  Do you have a definition, but no word to go with it?  Make one up, then use it to teach your students something about vocabu​lary and how language works.  Journal of Reading (29:2, November 1985), pp. 103‑105.

16
"VOCAB‑LIT:  Integrating vocabulary study and literature study."  Ann C. Chase and Frederick A. Dufflemeyer.  This strategy was developed to teach vocabulary in a way that can become a springboard to learning about literature.  Journal of Reading (34:3, November 1990), pp. 188‑193.  Provides a usable format for students to collect vocabulary words encountered in literature reading, and links their word knowledge to literary elements the word sheds light upon, such as characterization.  Provides a reference to a criticism of Haggard's VSS (Vocabulary Self‑Selection Strategy), that it may lead to overlooking important words students may fail to select.

17
"The Vocabulary Conundrum."  Richard C. Anderson and William E. Nagy.  One of the most consistent findings of educational research is that having a large vocabulary is strongly associated with school success.  But how many words do kids need to know and what is the best way to learn them?  American Educator (16:4, Winter 1992), pp. 14‑18, 44‑47.

18
"Teaching vocabulary within the context of litera​ture."  Janice A. Dole, Christopher Sloan, Woodrow Trathen.  The most effective vocabulary instruc​tion is the kind that also improves comprehension.  When Chris, Jan, and Woody applied the concepts of procedural and conditional knowledge to secondary students' word learning, the increased comprehen​sion was very encouraging.  Journal of Reading (38:6, March 1995), pp. 452‑461.

20. "Recycled words:  Holistic Instruction for LEP students."  Mary E. Blake, Patricia L. Majors.  Many typical vocabulary strategies are too decontextualized for students with limited English proficiency (LEP).  This alternative, holistic strategy draws high-frequency words from a variety of literary publications, then recycles that vocabulary in reading, writing, listening and speaking activities.  Journal of Adolescent & Adult Literacy [formerly the Journal of Reading] (39:2, October 1995), pp. 132-137.

21. "Enhancing Possible Sentences through cooperative learning."  Sharon J. Jensen and Frederick A. Duffelmeyer.  Open to Suggestion.  Journal of Adolescent & Adult Literacy (39:8, May 1996), pp. 658-659.  Combines the concept of sentence generation with a "Think-Pair-Share" cooperative learning strategy reported in Educational Leadership, 1990, pp. 12-15 article by S. Kagan, "The Structural Approach to Cooperative Learning."  The strategy is especially suitable for assisting reading and learning from expository text.
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
