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TITLE:  WHY STUDENTS SHOULD LEARN TO WRITE MULTIPLE‑CHOICE 
   QUESTIONS

Writing multiple‑choice questions will:

1. Improve student understanding of the literature being studied.

2. Improve student sentence writing skills.

3. Improve student test‑taking strategies.

4. Help students become "test‑wise."

5. Assist the teacher in developing good assessment tools to promote increased student comprehension of course material and improved assessment of student achievement.

6. Teach students higher order thinking skills, including "critical thinking," as during test item validation when suggested alternatives are dis​cussed.

7. Teach students to make proper inferences.

8. Help students learn the meaning of literary terms and their application to specific literary texts.

9. Enable students who have learned to write effec​tive questions about a reading selection to do much better on standardized tests which test reading comprehension.

10. Improve student reading skills.

11. Promote intensified class discussion of the liter​ature being studied.

12. Assist students to review the literature they have studied more closely.
