LESSON: 
PRONOUN CASE LOGIC

I.
LESSON GOALS

1.
Students will be able to select the correct case of pronoun in sample sentences.

2.
Students will be able to select the correct grammatical reason which applies to their pronoun choice from a list of four possible reasons.

3.
Students will be able to use the Pronoun Case Logic Summary Outline or heuristic to determine the correct case of pronoun, to identify the case, and to specify the grammatical reason which justifies their pronoun choice.

4.
Students will learn to use the process of elimination and the corresponding logic of the supplied heuristic to make correct pronoun case choices.

5.
Through learning to use the Pronoun Case Logic Summary procedure, students will also learn to a greater degree than before other related aspects of grammar. Students will be able to identify: (A) linking verbs, (B) pronouns, (C) active verbs, (D) direct objects, (E) prepositions, (F) predicate nominatives.

6.
The practical application of grammatical knowledge to solving rule‑based problems in grammatical correctness should assist students to see the practical usefulness of a knowledge of grammar.

7.
Because students will sense that formally correct grammar does not sound right to them, they will learn of the existence and meaning of levels of usage, such as formal and informal.

LESSON DESIGN

INTRODUCTION OF LESSON

1.
MOTIVATION

a.
INTRINSIC

Students who return to visit me after entering college frequently mention how helpful to them my explanations of English grammar have been. They felt better prepared for college courses in English which they took because of the instruction they received.

taking students step by step 
through the procedure <modeling>.

Providing for prompt knowledge of results.

2.
PURPOSE OF LESSON

a. Learning the skills and knowledge presented in this lesson will enable you to always make the correct choice of pronoun case and know why it is correct.
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b.
Learning to choose the correct case of pronouns will at the same time teach you many other related grammatical concepts. This knowledge will enable you to understand more advanced grammatical topics frequently discussed in college English courses.

c.
Learning to use the Pronoun Case Logic Summary will put to practical use the various grammatical insights you have learned from studying preceding units of The Language Enrichment Program.

3.
ANTICIPATORY SET

a.
Definition: the opportunity for the learner's mind to ask itself what it already knows about the current learning.

b.
ELICIT COVERT:

1)
QUESTION: "Think back to (last week's) our previous lesson. What are the two cases of pronouns in English?

ELICIT OVERT:

Call upon a student to answer the question orally.

2)
ELICIT COVERT: QUESTION. "Consider the test sentence 'He is afraid of ______.' Explain the purpose of using the test sentence.

3)
QUESTION [OVERT, most of the learners]:

Does the pronoun {me, I, he, him, she, her, they, them} fit or not fit the test sentence?

For "fit," instruct the students to respond with 'thumbs up'; for "does not fit," thumbs down.

Teacher actions

CHECK FOR UNDERSTANDING

a.
Teacher Action:

Revise example 7 to read

“Have you met my sister and (A. I B. me)?”

Have the students covertly go through the Pronoun Case Logic Summary Outline mentally. After providing wait time, then

Call on a volunteer to "walk" the new sentence through the outline orally.

C.
CLOSING OF LESSON

1.
GUIDED PRACTICE

a.
Teacher action: dictate one or more additional practice sentences.

b.
Student response: Students work out written answers.

c.
Discuss correct answers for immediate feedback to students regarding the correctness of their responses.

2.
CLOSURE IN STUDENTS' MINDS

a.
Definition: The student summarizes what he has learned in his own words.

b.
Teacher action to elicit closure: Ask all students to formulate an answer to the questions:

"What can you now say you have learned about the procedure to select the correct case of pronoun?"

"Identify one thing you can now say you have learned about how to select the correct case of pronoun in formal English grammar."
