A.
LESSON OBJECTIVE

1.
Students will learn to use the correctly conjugated form of the verb.

2.
Students will learn to identify and correct errors in verb conjugation in sentences drawn from student writing or other sources provided as exercises on the blackboard, in selection format, and in Practice Exercise Sets.

B.
LESSON MATERIALS

1.
Blackboard exercises provided by the teacher (Selection 1443I).

2.
Handout exercises or materials in selection format to be completed by students individually.

3.
Practice Exercise Sets for Choosing Words Effectively (a Detroit Public Schools publication).

C.
LESSON PROCEDURE

1.
Place three sample exercises on the blackboard in the "Sentence Correction" (Selection 1443) format. Walk through the identification and correction process with the students, doing the sentences aloud.

2.
Follow up with five exercise sentences on the blackboard for the students to do on their own. Students will hand in their answer papers. Correct answers will then be discussed, with students volunteering their corrections in oral discussion.

3.
Students may work exercises from the Practice Exercise Sets for Choosing Words Effectively.
