TRANSITIVE ACTIVE VERBS

A transitive active verb has a receiver of action which completes its meaning.

The actor is the subject.

3.
The receiver of the action is the object.

4.
The complement of the verb is a direct object.

Sample Sentences:

She sings beautiful songs.

John hit the ball.

II.
TRANSITIVE PASSIVE VERBS

1.
A passive verb has a receiver of action.

2.
The subject receives the action named by the verb.

3.
The passive verb is always a verb phrase: a form of the auxiliary or helping verb be + a past participle.

4.
The actor, if named, is in the prepositional phrase.

5.
Sample Sentences:

5.1
Many songs were sung.

5.2
A song was sung by Bob.

III. 
INTRANSITIVE LINKING

1.
The verb does not have a receiver of action.

2.
The verb links or connects the subject with its complement, which is a noun or adjective.

3.
Linking verbs include be in its various forms:  am, is, was, were, and certain other verbs such as: appear, become, feel, grow, look, remain, seem, smell, sound, taste, turn.

Sample Sentences:

4.1
John is captain. (noun complement)

4.2
John is happy. (adjective complement)

4.3
Mary seems sad.

4.4
The river appears muddy.

4.5
The weather feels cold.

4.6
The wind felt brisk.

IV.
INTRANSITIVE COMPLETE

1.
The verb makes a complete statement without the help of any other word to follow it.

2.
The verb has no receiver of action.

3.
The verb may be modified by an adverb.

4.
Sample Sentences:

She sings well.

4.2
Fish swim.

4.3
Birds fly.

4.4
Some birds fly south for the winter.
