Course Objective 9 (also referred to in Goal 7)
1.   Avoid behavior that makes your own or others' learning less likely.

          Why should you rob yourself of the permanent benefit of education for the wrongful temporary pleasure of misbehavior? "Don’t sacrifice the permanent on the           altar of the immediate."  (This is the concept of “delayed gratification," and whether you understand and accept the concept is a good measure of your maturity.)            AVOID SELF-DEFEATING BEHAVIOR.

2.   Your public education is being paid for; don't throw away this valuable free gift.

          If you don't get your education now, you will lose out on job, career, and perhaps college opportunities later.

3.   Attend all of your classes regularly. Good attendance helps you to learn more and do better in your classes.

          Don't become a defeated dropout. Don't announce your personal failures to the world by joining the hall wandering crowd.

4.   Keep trying. Don't give up. You can learn if you give yourself a fair chance.

          Don’t ruin your chance to succeed by a negative set of behaviors.

5.   Show respect at all times to your teachers, and all those in authority.  If you cannot or do not show respect for others, you do not have respect for yourself.

6.   You only get out what you put in. Since education is a benefit to you, an investment in your own future, don’t be stingy with your investment.

7.   Don't follow the whims of the crowd.  Be willing to stand up for what is right, even when it is unpopular.
