Develop a composition following the suggestions given in Selection 1412, 1412A, 1225B, and 1294.  Possible topics include:  (1) The Significance of the Individual,  (2) What is Important or Valuable in Life,  (3) The Value and Importance of Reading,  (4) The Importance of Setting Goals,  (5) Developing or Practicing Relational Skills: Kindness, Gratefulness, Love, Conflict Avoidance,  (6) Choosing the Right Friends.

For this assignment write an essay explaining and applying the meaning of any one of the proverbs or quotations you have been given this year.

Directions:


Write the quotation neatly at the top of your paper.  Begin writing on the second line.  Then skip a line, use proper indentation, and write your first paragraph neatly below.  To write a composition about a single quotation, write three or more paragraphs.

a.
The first paragraph should tell what the quotation says or means.

b.
The second paragraph should tell how or why the quotation is true.  Give an example from your own knowledge or experience.

c.
The third paragraph should tell the practical application of the quotation:  what you could, should, or ought to do as a result of the truth of the quotation.  Tell how you could put the advice of the quotation into practice.

B.
After you have successfully written a three-paragraph proverb interpretation composition according to the directions given above, you may write a composition which compares or contrasts two or more of the quotations.

C.
The proverbs and quotations which have been given to you for the school year may be organized about the single theme of what makes a good or successful philosophy of life.  For an advanced composition assignment, develop a comprehensive statement of what a productive and well-reasoned philosophy of life ought to be, based upon the quotations which have been given.

Be sure to develop your ideas into full length paragraphs.  Make your composition five or more paragraphs long.  Do not make your composition too short.

1. WEEK ONE.

A. This week, as part of the on-going writing ladder instruction process, teach the proverb interpretation paragraph and composition.

B. Each day, write a paragraph about or in response to that day’s posted proverb or quotation.  Time to fulfil this assignment may be taken during bell time, during attendance taking, at the end of the hour when other work is completed and time remains, or during time the teacher specifically allots to this assignment.  The paragraph should contain a beginning, middle, and end.

1) The beginning should contain two or more sentences which tell what the quotation means.

2) The middle should contain two or more sentences about why the quotation is true, as you may recognize from personal experience, reason and logic, or from what you have observed in others or in life.

3) The end should tell what you can and should do to live up to what the quotation teaches.  “The truth of the quotation being what I said it was, then it is evident that in my life I ought to… to live up to its truth.”  “This proverb suggests that I ought to make the following change or adjustment in my life…”  “I would get more out of life, according to the truth of this quotation, if I would…”
