Assign COMPOSITION TOPIC, Selection 1115B, “Resolutions Explanation Composition."


DIRECTIONS.  Write a separate composition explaining the thinking or reasoning behind your choice of the resolutions you have made.  You may tell such things as what, in your experience, makes you aware of the need for the resolution you wrote, and why you believe it will help you do better in the future if you live up to it.

Share the sample theme file (JHS1116) for this assignment with students.  Encourage students to do better so they can both help Mr. Smith build a better sample theme file, and earn bonus credit for having their own work admitted to the sample theme file collection.
