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TITLE:  DIRECTIONS FOR FREE WRITING COMPOSITIONS

1. You may choose to write about any topic you wish.

2. Develop your own list of topics or subjects you wish to write about.  Keep adding to this list whenever a new idea comes to mind.

3. Write the composition in the form of an essay or a letter.

4. Compositions may be as long as you wish, but should not be shorter than three well-developed paragraphs.

5. Develop your ideas adequately.  Elaborate.  Tell more!

6. Should you ever happen to run out of ideas to write about, you may ask to use Selection Number 1414A-E for suggested ideas for compositions.  You may also consult Selection 1410.2 in its various forms.

7. Start by writing your first draft.  Concentrate on getting your ideas down on paper.  Use careful English, but work on correctness after you have your rough draft completed.

8. Work on revising your writing for clarity, logical flow of ideas, and fullness of development.

9. Use correct paragraph form (indent the first line of each paragraph about an inch or five typewritten spaces).  Do not just write your composition as if it were one giant paragraph.

10. Proofread your composition.  Correct errors in spelling and grammar.

11. Make your final copy.  Follow all the directions in Selection 47A, "Standards for Written Work."
