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AUTOBIOGRAPHY

1. This theme may be written as an autobiography (in essay form), or it may be written in the form of a letter.

2. This theme should be no shorter than three well-developed paragraphs. A well-developed paragraph may be loosely defined, as to its length, as a paragraph of five or six sentences. The theme may be as long as you wish.

3. You may include any information you wish, but a careful selection of appropriate and informative material is likely to result in a much more satisfactory production. It is probably not too significant that you were born on a particular day at a particular hour in a particular hospital—not significant, at least, in enabling your teacher to become better acquainted with you as a person, which is the purpose of this assignment.

4. Information such as hobbies, interests, use of spare time, surroundings in which you study at home, future plans, groups or organizations to which you belong or in which you take part (family, clubs, church, and the like) would be suitable.
