     The discussion I have recorded here took place on 11/12/2000. Anne Skiba, Gloria Pipkin, and others responded to a query about personification and anthropomorphism, as I recall. Would the term you are looking for be "anthropomorphism"? Technically, personification applies to either animate or inanimate objects given human characteristics (See, for example, the discussion in Thrall and Hibbard, Handbook to Literature, pp. 349-350). Another name for the figure is prosopopoeia. My book, The New Treasury of Scripture Knowledge, has a complete index I prepared for over 200 different figures of speech found in the Bible, and explanatory notes at the passages where they appear. I based my analysis of Biblical figures of speech upon the work Figures of Speech in the Bible by E. W. Bullinger, supplemented by numerous other sources in my personal library, and personal reading and observation. Another source I have found which discusses figures of speech is Sister Miriam Joseph, Shakespeare's Use of the Arts of Language. Hope this helps.
