     There are several print reference works for Shakespeare. I have them here in my home library. They no doubt can be found in any good reference library. First and foremost would be Bartlett's Concordance to Shakespeare (It is a large single volume). It is very complete and accurate. Perhaps less known but very helpful for more in depth study is Alexander Schmidt's Shakespeare Lexicon (in two sizable volumes). There are lesser works on Shakespeare's phrases and quotations. I even have several volumes, for example, on the Bible in Shakespeare. For a college course once I compiled a list of new words in Shakespeare (words first found in Shakespeare according to the massive Oxford English Dictionary). Another college project I did was to make a lesser index of mythology in Shakespeare. There are other specialized works, such as Shakespeare's Baudy, and I have a whole collection of volumes by many authors—one even a whole set of books—devoted to the question of Shakespearian authorship (Did Francis Bacon have anything to do with the authorship of Shakespeare's plays, etc. etc.). A very useful volume I like is Sister Miriam Joseph's Shakespeare's Use of the Arts of Language. My what things we teachers know but cannot share with our students because of mandated pacing charts, uniform lesson plan requirements, state assessment tests, overcrowded classrooms, and under prepared students. But it was fun learning it for ourselves, wasn't it?
