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TITLE:  GRADING POLICY

1. This class is not a correspondence course.  You are expected to be present every class day, on time, properly prepared, with all necessary supplies required for that day for the class with you.

2. To encourage attendance and citizenship improvement, 200 points will be awarded for each school week you have no tardiness, absence, or subtractions. A 2% point deduction will be given for each absence, a 1% subtraction for each tardiness. Excessive absences can result in a grade of “W.” I cannot teach you if you are not here. Doing extra work and/or coming extra time during 8th hour to do more work can make up for deductions.

3. For extended absence do make-up work from Selection 1225C.  Submit make-up work upon return from absence or as soon after as possible.  All work must be submitted by Friday of the week prior to the closing date for the card marking involved (7th week Friday and 16th week Friday). 

4. Letter grades (each marking period):  Point System, A=10,000; B=8,000; C=6,000; D=4,000.    Missing assignments may lower your grade, especially missing compositions.

5. Keep two notebooks (or the equivalent), one for reference notes, the other for proverbs and quotations.  Bring these materials each day (Course Goal 14).

6. Some courses have requirements which must be met to earn a passing grade.  English 7 & 8 require successful (passing) completion of the research paper or equivalent alternate assignments.  English 5 & 6, satisfactory completion of the extended writing assignment.

7. Pre-test, post-test, objective test and selection papers are not returned to students to keep.  Similarly, the teacher retains composition papers to document and assess student progress.

8. A minimum of 100 (first 3) to 1000 (4th on) points will be deducted for each recorded violation of the classroom rules.

9. Five reasons some students don't pass Mr. Smith's class:  (1) poor attendance, (2) required work incomplete or unsatisfactory, (3) not enough work completed, (4) work quality unsatisfactory, (5) unsatisfactory citizenship.

10. To qualify for a passing grade a student must:  (1) meet the attendance requirements,  (2) complete sufficient work,  (3) complete required work with a passing grade,  (4) do work of acceptable quality,  (5) complete all pre-/post testing assignments,  (6) maintain passing citizenship,  (7) remain diligent until the semester is completed.
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
