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TITLE:  CLASSROOM RULES
A.
BE WHERE YOU ARE SUPPOSED TO BE

1.
Arrive to class and be seated before the bell rings.

2.
Come directly into the room.  Do not stand out in the hall or at the classroom door.  Stay in the classroom once you enter.  You must get permission to leave the room after you enter.  

3.
Remain seated in your assigned seat all period except for board work, group work, or unless you are in line to get credit or a selection.  At the end of the hour do not leave your seat until after the bell has rung.

4.
Stay away from the window ledge.  Do not handle the window shades or their pull strings.  Students are not to open or close the windows and are never to touch the emergency exit window.

B.
DO WHAT YOU ARE SUPPOSED TO BE DOING

1.
Bring proper supplies:  paper, pen (dark blue or black ink only), notebook(s) for quotations and reference notes, textbook when required.

2.
Start promptly on the assigned work for this class as soon as you arrive, and continue working on work for this class the entire period.  Do not do work from other classes in this class without permission.

3.
Talking, disturbances of any kind, eating, drinking, gum chewing, sleeping and idleness are not allowed.  Do not bring food, drink, hats, nuisance devices, including cassette or CD players, head/ear phones, radios, cards, dice, or memory books to this class.  Do not wear a hat in this class. If it is not yours, do not touch it.

4.
Help keep the classroom clean and safe by carrying scrap paper and other refuse [trash] to the basket.  Nothing is to be thrown in Mr. Smith's class at any time.  Please do not write on walls, furniture, bulletin boards, or instructional materials.  Do not write on, change, or erase information from the blackboard without permission. Turn all seats to their proper direction before leaving at the end of the hour.
