Example:

In the Heat of the Night

This novel [or short story or television program] is about a small town police chief and his ace detective.  They solve criminal cases.  The setting is in Sparta, Georgia, in 1992.

Directions for Paragraph Two.  Use two sentences to tell about each [or three] of the [main] characters.

Example:

Some of the main characters are  Carroll O'Connor, Howard Rollins, and Anne-Marie Johnson.  Carroll O'Connor plays the part of Chief Gillespie.  He is the Chief of police.  Howard Rollins is Inspector Virgil Tibbs, an excellent detective.  He is a married man.  Anne-Marie Johnson plays the part of Virgil Tibbs' wife.  She is gentle, kind, and she is the mother of twins.

Directions for Paragraph Three:  Use two sentences to tell the most important thing that happened in the story.  This may be the conflict and its resolution.

Example:

One of the main highlights of this story [novel, television program] is when  an embezzler tries to sell phony shares in an urban renewal project.  He gets caught when the murder weapon is traced back to him.
